Class Schedule
All classes meet at Ridgecrest Conference center just outside of Black Mountain, North Carolina.  Classes meet from 8:00 am to 5:00 pm.  The dates for classes Spring 2012 are:  January 21, February 4, February 25, March 31, April 14 and final exam on May 12.  
Refund Policy

Deadline to drop (withdraw from) a course is February 4, 2012. You will be refunded ½ of the tuition. If you drop a course after February 4, 2012 you will receive no refund. Withdrawal must be made in writing and postmarked (dated) before February 4 (e-mail the Director at dwiltshire@ncbaptist.org.  Special consideration will be given for certain emergencies or medical situations. Do not hesitate to contact the TriState Director for more information.
Credit

Students wanting college credit need to check the correct box on the form. This means that the course they are taking counts toward a real college degree. They can often transfer the course to another college. 

Audit
Students who do not want college credit need to check the correct box on the form.  This means that the course they are taking will not count towards a college degree. Audit student who wish to receive an official TriState Deaf School of Theology certificate (paper with course and professor’s signature printed on it) may do so if they follow the same attendance rules as credit students.  

Attendance

Credit students are allowed only 1 absence. Credit students cannot be absent on exam day. Audit students are allowed only 1 absence also if they wish to receive a certificate for the course. Audit students may miss more than one class but they will not receive a certificate if they do.
Dropping a Course

To withdraw from a course you are taking for credit, you must call Lou Ann Poston Scates at Gardner Webb University (704) 406-4260 and officially withdraw from the class. Your professor cannot do it for you. Once you withdraw, Ms. Scates’ assistant will begin the process and e-mail your professor. You will receive a Withdraw Passing (WP) or a Withdraw Failing (WF) as a final grade for the class. The default grade is WP and will remain a WP unless the professor responds to the e-mail sent by the registrar.

Lodging

Lodging is available at Ridgecrest for $40.00 or $20.00 if you share the room with someone. Reserve your room in advance by calling Ridgecrest at 800-588-7222. Be sure to mention you are attending a TriState class or else you will not get a discount.
Meals
